Rational

General aviation (GA) represents an important and diverse sector of the aviation industry in Canada, encompassing business aviation, private aviation, flight schools, tourist and charter flights, as well as many other industries.  From a security perspective, the GA sector is largely unregulated and the lack of oversight for GA security has been identified as a risk that could be exploited by terrorists.
Proposed Approach

Transport Canada has begun to examine what oversight is needed to address this risk, and recognizes the need to consult with the general aviation community, including the private aviation sector.  At the same time, Transport Canada acknowledges that any regulation of general aviation will need to be appropriate to the level of risk, while also ensuring that the economic viability and freedom of movement of the industry and comparability to our international partners is maintained.
